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REPORTS FROM DISTRICT OFFICERS

District Governor Wendy Harding, DTM

It is a great honour and privilege to hold the position of District 45 Governor and I’m
thankful to the membership for giving me this leadership opportunity.

Thus far, the 2009-2010 Toastmaster year has been exciting in District 45 as members are
Changing Dreams into Realities, our 2009-2010 District theme which has been embraced

by the membership. I continue to invite members to fill in ‘dream balloons’ for the Dream
Books which I take to Area, Division and District events that I attend. It is important to have
goals, work on them and see them to completion. Members are definitely doing that
evidenced by starting our third Dream Book at this conference.

The excellent District Executive Committee is definitely my ‘Dream Team’. I thank each
and every one of them for accepting their roles and responsibilities. Unfortunately due to
personal and work commitments I have accepted the resignation of Area 5 Governor Kristen
Hornbrook. I thank her for her hard work accomplished in the first quarter of the year and
look forward to seeing her on the DEC again in the future.

We are currently slightly ahead of where we were last year on membership numbers,
however we must diligently track these numbers and encourage both member retention and
recruitment. We have welcomed two new clubs to District 45, however four club losses have
occurred and more are sadly expected. While no club can ever be ‘replaced’, the District
team will be working hard on club leads for us to have a net gain of three clubs at the end of
this Toastmaster year.

District members are working hard on their educational designations and I’m confident that
with the help of the membership, we will easily exceed our educational goals.

The Mission of the Club is to “provide a mutually supportive and positive learning
environment in which every member has the opportunity to develop communication and
leadership skills which in turn foster self-confidence and personal growth”. It is my long-
held belief that if we, as District leaders, support clubs and help them accomplish the
Mission of the Club, District 45 will prosper and grow.

I would invite members to start considering holding leadership positions for next year at all
levels of the organization. It is truly rewarding.

Lieutenant Governor Education and Training Sue Francesco, DTM

The members of District 45 are doing well earning educational designations. As of October
17, 2009, members have registered 94 Educational awards: 55 Leadership awards and 39
Communication awards. D45 has registered: 28 CC’s (20% of our TI goal); 11 AC’s (28%
of our TI goal; and 45 Leadership awards (44% of our TI goal). To achieve these goals
members have submitted 6 completed HPLs and we have 4 DTMs.

We had 50% of our club officers trained during the first round! Thank you so much to all of
you who worked so very hard to put on those trainings and encourage all the officers to
attend. I would love to have 100% of our officers trained – let’s gear up for some awesome
January training events.

Seven Triple Crowns have been earned by five different TMs. Fifty-six Half-way certificates
have been requested and distributed.
